A BYLAW OF THE RURAL MUNICIPALITY OF
BLUCHER, NO. 343 TO PROVIDE FOR ENTERING
INTO AN AGREEMENT RESPECTING THE
PROVISION OF FIRE PROTECTION SERVICES

The Council of the Rura Municipdity of Blucher, No 343, in the Province
of Saskatchewan, enacts as follows:

1. The Rurd Municipdity of Blucher, No. 343 is hereby authorized to
enter into the agreement, attached hereto and forming a part of this
bylaw, and identified as Exhibit “A”, with the following municipdities

The Rurd Municipdity of Logt River, No 313
The Town of Allan

2. The Reeve and Adminigtrator of the Rurd Municipdity of Blucher, No.
343 are hereby authorized to Sgn and execute the attached agreement
identified as Exhibit “A”.

3. Bylaw No. 1-92 is hereby repealed.

Memorandum of Agreement medethis day of

Between: The Rura Municipdity of Blucher, No. 343, a municipa corporation of
and in the Province of Saskatchewan, hereinafter referred to as RM #343”

And

The Rurd Municipdity of Lost River, No. 313, amunicipa corporation of
and in the Province of Saskatchewan, hereinafter referred to as“ RM #313”

And
The Town of Allan, a municipa corporation of and in the Province of
Seskatchewan, hereinafter referred to as* Allan.”
WHEREAS the parties hereto are desirous of providing in this Agreement for the following:

ad An asociation of the parties hereto for the purpose of establishing and opereting a fire
protection district, hereinafter referred to asthe “ District”.

b) The conditution of a representative Committee to administer the operetion of fire
protection in the Didtrict (hereinafter called the “ Committeg’) and the delinegtion of the
boundaries of the said digtrict.

C) The respective contribution of each party to the capital cost of furnishing the requisite
equipment and storage fecilities for utilization in fire protection in the Didtrict.

d) The respective contribution of each party to the operating expenses of the Committee in
providing fire protection in the said District.

NOW THEREFORE THISAGREEMENT WITNESSETH ASFOLLOWS
DISTRICT

1. The Didrict shdl be cdled the “Blucher — Lost River Fire Protection Didtrict”,
hereinafter referred to asthe “Didtrict”.

2. TheDidrict shal encompassthe following aress:
Thewhole of the Rural Municipdity of Blucher, No. 343, nine (9) townships.
A portion of the Rurd Municipality of Lost River, No. 313 described asfollows:
Township 33, Range 1, West of the 3¢ Meridian
Township 33, Range 2, West of the 3¢ Meridian
Township 32, Range 1, West of the 3 Meridian, exduding Sections 6 and 7
Township 32, Range 2, West of the 3 Meridian, exduding Sections 1 — 12 and 17 —
20
Township 31, Range 1, West of the 3° Meridian, exduding Sections 1 —24, 30 and
31
COMMITTEE

3. The Committee shdl be cdled the “Blucher — Lost River Fire District Committeg”,
hereinafter referred to asthe “ Committeg”.

4. The Committee shal be composed of five (5) members asfollows:
Three (3) members representing the Rural Municipality of Blucher, No, 343.

One (1) member representing the Rurd Municipdity of Logt River, No. 313.

One (1) member representing the Town of Allan.
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5. Term of office and qudification of each member gppainted to the Committee shdl be
determined by the party gppointing such member, but the term of office shall inno case
be less than one (1) full caendar year.

a The Committee may delegate to the Secretary Treasurer and Fire Chief such
powers as the Committee shal, from time to time, deem appropriate.

b) The Procedure to be followed by the Committee in conducting its business
mesetings shal be as s&t out in Schedule “A” to this Agreement.

ad The Committee shal, inter dia have the generd power to conduct preliminary
negotiations and to report back to the municipa councils of the municipdities
first named in this agreement as to their findings, to operate, maintain and use
the fire fighting equipment; and to recommend for payment, to the Councils or
to the designated Council, first named, al expenditures incurred in connection
with the operation and maintenance of fire fighting equipment that is under the
contral of the Committee.

b) The powers and duties of the Committee may be broadened or abrogated from
time to time as unanimoudy determined by the parties to this Agreement and
evidenced by supplementa written agreements duly ratified by the Councils of
the respective parties to this agreement but the Councils of the municipdities
first named in this agreement shall be the parties that enter into al contracts
and/or agreements and pass all necessary bylawsin respect to the said Digtrict.

EQUIPMENT

7. All the parties hereto, except Allan, shal contribute, as indicated on attached Schedule
“B", to the capita and annua operating costs incurred in operating and maintaining the
necessary fire fighting equipment.

8. Allan shdl provide and maintain suitable storage facilities to the Committee for the said
equipment and shall be reimbursed, by the other parties, an amount equivaent to 50 % of
the annua maintenance cogts.

GENERAL

9. The parties agree to perform and do al acts necessary in order to ratify and confirm this
Agreement. In particular, each of the Parties agree to pass a Bylaw ratifying the execution
of this agreement.

10. Inthe event for any reason, it may become necessary to cancel this Agreement, the assets
that are available for digtribution after paying dl liabilities, shal be paid to the respective
municipalitiesin proportion to the sums paid in respect to the capitd investment.

11. Itisunderstood and agreed that this agreement shdl be continuous but the agreement may
be terminated by either party to the agreement giving twelve (12) months notice in
writing.

BYLAWS OF THE BLUCHER RURAL FIRE DISTRICT
COMITTEE

The Committee shdl dect from amongst its members a Chairman who shdl hold office for
aperiod of one (1) year from the date of eection; there being however no limitation on the
number of termsto which any one member may be eected as Chairman.

The Secretary Tressurer gppointed by the Committee shal record the minutes of al
meetings of the Committee and shal have charge of and possession of the Committee
records.

The Secretary Treasurer shall be responsible for providing each member of the Committee
acopy of al minutes of al meetings of the Committee within fifteen (15) days of the date
of any of said mestings.

The Committee shdl have a leest one (1) regular meeting in eech year, a such time asthe
Committee shdl from time to time determine.

The Chairman shdl have the power to cdl for a pecia meeting of the Committee at such
times as he shal deem fit, in addition to the regular meeting set out in paragraph four (4)
hereof.

Any three (3) members of the Committee shal have the power to cdl for a specid
meeting of the Committee and shal do so by providing the Chairman of the Committee
with saven (7) days written notice of their intention to convene a meseting of the
Committee.

No business shdl be conducted at aregular or specid meting unless there is a quorum of
three (3) members of the Committee present at the meeting when the meeting proceeds to
business.

All resolutions of the Committee shall require asmple mgjority of the quorum present a
the meeting where the resolution is passed.
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SHEDULE “B” ATTACHED TO EXHIBIT “A”

Annua capita and operating contribution:

1. R. M. # 343 agreesto annualy contribute to the district an amount equivalent to 3.6 % of
itsannual levy.

2. R. M. #313 agrees to annualy contribute to the digtrict an amount equivaent to 17 % of
R. M. #343 sannua contribution to the district.
